         In his apology, he said, “I’ll take full responsibility.” He also acknowledged that his romantic involvement with Ms. Riza resulted in a painful personal dilemma when he was new to the job. Nevertheless, it seems somewhat ridiculous that such an experienced man could make such a serious blunder.
